Best PracticesBest Practices

Stop, Look, Analyze, and Manage (SLAM) Stop, Look, Analyze, and Manage (SLAM) 
each task to identify all potential hazards. each task to identify all potential hazards. 
Set the parking brake before exiting Set the parking brake before exiting 
mobile equipment. mobile equipment. 
Do not attempt to stop moving equipment Do not attempt to stop moving equipment 
after you have exited the vehicle. after you have exited the vehicle. 
When parking mobile equipment on a When parking mobile equipment on a 
grade, chock the wheels or turn them into grade, chock the wheels or turn them into 
a rib. a rib.
