Root CauseRoot Cause

Management failed to perform a risk assessment Management failed to perform a risk assessment 
of the maintenance task being performed.  All of the maintenance task being performed.  All 
hazards associated with the task of changing hazards associated with the task of changing 
rollers were not removed to ensure that persons rollers were not removed to ensure that persons 
could safely perform the task.  Management failed could safely perform the task.  Management failed 
to barricade or post warning signs in the work to barricade or post warning signs in the work 
area to prevent persons from walking or traveling area to prevent persons from walking or traveling 
under the belt conveyor.under the belt conveyor.



Best PracticesBest Practices
