MR. O"DONNELL:
My name is Joe
O"Donnell. 1"m an accident

investigator with the Mine
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Safety & Health
Administration, an agency of
the United States Department
of Labor. With me is Bob
Wilson with the office of the
Solicitor, and Brian Mills
with the West Virginia Office
of Miners® Health, Safety &
Training.

I have been assigned to
conduct an investigation into
the accident that occurred at
the Sago Mine on January the
2nd, 2006, in which 12 miners
died and one was injured.

The investigation is
being conducted by MSHA and
the West Virginia Office of
Miners®™ Health, Safety &

Training to gather information
to determine the cause of the
accident. And these
interviews are an important
part of that investigation.
At this time the

accident investigation team
intends to interview a number
of people to discuss anything
that may be relevant to the
cause of the accident. After
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the investigation is
completed, MSHA will issue a
written report detailing the
nature and causes of the
accident. MSHA®"s accident
reports are made available to
the public in the hope that
greater awareness about the
causes of accidents can reduce
their occurrence in the
future.

Information obtained
through witness interviews is

frequently included in these

reports. Your statement may
also be used in other
enforcement proceedings.

BY MR. O"DONNELL:

Q. Okay. Could you please state

your full name and spell your last
name?

A. Randall Helmick,
H-E-L-M-1-C-K.

Q. And your home address and

telephone number?

A. HC-86, Box 29-A, Monterville,

Q. Are you appearing here
voluntarily?

A Yeah.

Q. Randy, how many years do you

have in the coal mine?

A. Like 21.

Q. And how many years here at
Sago?

A. well, with Anker and Sago,

March will be four years.

Q- So you"ve been there four
total?

A. Uh-huh (yes).

Q- Is that continuous, or was it

broken? Did you work somewhere

before and come back?

A In between them, no.

Q- Okay. And what®"s your present
position?

A. Roof bolter.

Q- And have you been a roof

bolter for the four years that you®ve
been there?

A Yeah.

Q- So the whole time you"ve
worked in that section?

A. Spruce and --- 1 was working
for Spruce, then come to Sago.

Q- But you®ve been in the Sago
Page 14
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Mine for four years?

A. No.
Q. How many years?
A. We come over there when we was

in Truby Run. And they started up

the Truby Run, probably a year, a

year and a half.

Q. Okay. So you“ve been there a
year and a half?

A. Yeah.

Q. Okay. Have you done any other

kind of work there besides roof

bolting?
A No.
Q. Okay. And what kind of mining

certificates do you have?

A Just underground.

Q. I"m sorry?

A Just underground card.

Q. Okay. In the State of West
Virginia?

A Uh-huh (yes).

Q. Any other certifications in

any other states?

A No.

Q. And who"s your boss?

A Owie Jones.

Q. And how long has he been your
boss?

Page 15
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A. I think since August.

Q- Okay. And what time do you
usually start your shift?

A. 6:00.

Q. And 1"m going to let you go
and tell your story now, from the
time you got to work until the time
you left the property. 1"m not going
to interrupt you.

A From the time I pulled in the
parking lot?

Q. Yeah.

A I pulled in the parking lot
and got my dinner bucket and water
jug, and went into the dressing room.
I talked to some of the guys and got
dressed, and went over to the light
room to get my light. |1 checked in,
talked to some of the other guys. |1
went and got three steels, drill
steels, and it was about time to go.

And we went down and got on

the mantrip. And it was too small.

I had to get back out to get the rest

of the crew in. He swapped the

mantrip then. And we started under.
When we got up to the first

Left switch, the guy that was sitting

on the outside on the inby, he got

out to throw the switch. As soon as

he got back in, that"s when we
Page 16
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encountered it. It just come right
at you. 1 don®t know what it looked
like. I closed my eyes and ducked
down in the seat. 1 know there was
debris hitting you, a lot of wind.
And at a point I felt some heat. 1
put my hand up over, like beside my
face and stuff, and I could feel like
heat on my hand, on the back of my
neck.

And then when the dust ---
when you didn®t feel the wind and
stuff, you know, we got --- we
started talking and stuff, you know,
get out. You couldn®t see anything,

it was so dusty. It blowed my hat

off. 1 didn"t know where it was at.
I got ahold of a light cord and
pulled it back, and my hat was on the
cord. It stayed attached, but the
headpiece, it already took it off my
hat. I slapped it on and we got out
of the trip. Got together there.

And we started down the track. You
couldn®t hardly see.

And you could see --- what you
could see, you could see some it
looked like blocks and stuff like
that laying in the track. 1 don"t
know how far we went down before we

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went through the stopping on the

intake side. And after we got there,
we got together there and, you know,
we started out. It was me and two
other guys helping another guy. He
had some problems with walking and
stuff, and we stayed back with him to
make sure, you know, he got out.

From there until where we come
back out, I don®"t know how many

blocks we went, | don"t know what

block we come out at. And they
picked us up there and brought us on
out. When we got outside, 1 went to
the light room, you know, to put my
light stuff on charge. And they gave
us a paper, you know, to sign, sign
your name, you know, to see who all
was out. | put my light on the
charge and I checked out. Then 1
went to the dressing room. A group
of us stayed at the dressing room.
You know, hung around there.

And then some of the family
members was coming in. The dressing
room was split, you know. It"s got a
wall, like, in the middle. You can
dress on both sides. We was over on
the one side and the family members
come in there, we moved over in the

other side, you know, out of their
Page 18
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way. And there®s a guy there, he
asked us to step back with the family
and have prayer. We stayed back
there with the family and we had

prayer with them. We stepped back

over on the other side.

We hung around there, then
they --- 1 don®"t know if it was gas
or what, you could smell it out in
the parking lot and stuff, and they
told us to, you know, to leave the
parking lot. And we went down to the
sawmill plant. We was In a room
there. We stayed there for a little
bit, and 1 believe it was the press,
they had put them a place. We left
there and we went to --- over to the
tipple, because they weren®t there.
And we stayed at the tipple. And
they was coming by --- like, when
they found out something, they"d tell
the family members, and they"d stop
by and tell us and then go to the
reporters.

I stayed there, and 1 got home
probably about 8:00 or 8:30 that
night, cleaned up. Well, 1 half
showered at the plant and you know,
finished cleaning up at home. And it
was on the news. | started watching
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24

the news, and 1 watched it until all
I could. Then I went back to the
plant the next day, and I probably
got there 9:00 or 9:30, and 1 stayed
there to 1°d say around 6:00 or
something like that, and 1 come home.

When we encountered the wind
and everything, we got off. What you
could see on the trip, there wasn"t
no --- 1 mean, we had our buckets
sitting on the trip, you know, like
the sanders part. We had our buckets
there, and we couldn®t feel no
buckets or drill steels or nothing
there.
Q.- Cleaned everything off?
A Yeah. The only thing 1 had,
I had my water jug, plus it"s round,
and it rolls around, and 1 had it up
front with me.
Q- Where were you sitting in the
mantrip, Randy?
A On the inby in.
Q- Inby in facing?
A Facing.

Q.- So you got hit right in the
face with it?
A Yeah.
Q- You said that one guy got out

threw the switch, got back in, and

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you got hit --- and you got hit with
the full force of it?
A Yeah. It was --- the way we
was sitting, there was three sitting
with their backs to it and four

sitting up facing it.

Q. Did you hear anything?
A No.
Q. Nothing? Just wind hitting

you, debris?

A. Yeah.

Q. What about smoke?

A You could smell something,
but ---

Q. What did it smell like?

A. I don"t know.

Q. Was it different than

something like you smelled before,
not burning coal?

A No. It puts your mind of ---

to me, it was like --- you“ve smelled
smoke off a shotgun ---

Q. Yeah.

A -—- after you shoot it. It
kind of smelled like that.

Q. Like gunpowder?

A. Yeah. But I mean, 1 don"t
know --- you know, it had ---.

Q. Something you haven®t smelled
before?

was some confusion?

Q- Was there some reason why you
didn"t take the mantrip back out?

A. We figured that the mine
blowed, and you know, if you go in

with the mantrip, you know, throw

another spark or something, you know

Q.- So you didn"t even consider
it?

A. No.

Q- Okay. Did you put your SCSR
on?

A. No.

Q. Not at all?

A. No.

Q- Did anybody put them on?

A. Yeah. 1 was still breathing,

and we didn"t know what was going to
be laying in front of us, a second

explosion or what, you know. We was
holding off a little bit. And like 1

said, you know, we was helping

another guy there. You know, if you

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need it, you know, you could have it.

Q. So he had his on?
A Yeah.
Q. Okay. Did you know if anybody

had any trouble getting the thing
started, putting it on or having any

breathing problems with it?

A. Not as far as I know.

Q. They all work pretty good?
A. Yeah.

Q. Okay. So the whole crew ---

who was running the show? Was it

Owen?

A Yeah. He helped us get to the
intake.

Q. Okay.

A. And he talked to us there and
stuff.

Q. And did he travel with you
outside?

A. No. His brother was in there.
Q. So then you guys continued

down the intake?

A. Yeah.

Q. And what caused you to go back
onto the track?

A. There was some in front of us.
They said that they encountered fresh
air down there. And we went to the
track.
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Q- And did you go straight out?
A Yeah.
Q. Okay. Now, when the explosion

happened, is there anything that you
can tell me that 1 didn"t ask you
that you might come up with that was
--- any part of this that we didn"t
ask? Something that you recall.

A. Okay. Just like a normal
morning. You know, you just go into
the section. You got to the switch,
and you know, you turn to go left,
and right there it was.

Q- So outside, did you require

any kind of treatment?

A Yeah.
Q.- What was wrong?
A They come around and --- 1

don*t know what you call it, put the

thing on your finger to check your
oxygen. And they asked to see if you
was okay, you know, if you had any
injuries. And if you --- and they
said If you had any difficulty
breathing, they would give you

oxygen.
Q- Did you require any of that?
A. No.

Q- Did you ever get sick from it?
A. Chest. It hurts, you know.

Q- Are you still sick from it?
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A It seems like you"re a little
bit short-winded and stuff. |1 was
going to go to the doctor, but ---
you know, be checked to see.
Q. You need to if you got a
problem. What about the couple of
days right after that? Did you have
any kind of Fflu-like symptoms or
anything like that?
A Well, your nose burns. It
feels like your nose is kind of raw.
And my eyes burnt for a couple of

days. Ear, when I went around this

way, It went in this ear, and it
feels like --- it feels like you can
stick your whole finger in your ear,
you know, and stuff. It was like
that for a few days.

Q. So did you require --- did

they have to take you to the

hospital?
A No.
Q. So you went --- did you walk

out or did someone drive you up?

A No, I walked out.

Q. When you were out in the
dispatcher®s shanty or anyplace in
that area, was there any
conversations that you heard,
communications between people in the
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mine and out of the mine, and ---?

A No. We was just --- you know,
it was close friends that we lost.

Q. I1"m sure.

A And we was worried, you know,
about them. We were hoping, you

know, they"d be out. You know, what

could you do to, you know, to help

them.
Q- Did you play any part in any
of the decision-making that was done

by the command center, or ---

A. No.

Q- --- assist in any way?
A. No.

Q- You just went to the

bathhouse, stayed with your crew and
kind of supported each other and then
left?
A Yeah.

MR. O"DONNELL:

Brian, do you have any
questions about that?
BY MR. MILLS:
Q. Just the color of smoke, was
there any color you noticed?
A No. The stuff was coming at
you, and from what 1"ve seen of this
stuff, it was just like brown.
Q. Brown?

A. You know, it was like a bunch
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of dust.
Q. Road dust?
A. Yeah.

MR. MILLS:

Okay. Oh, one other.
BY MR. MILLS:
Q. Do you have any mine rescue
experience, mine rescue team?
A No.
BY MR. O"DONNELL:
Q. So you say Owen"s detector was
going off. Did it stay in alarm all
the way down to the intake?
A I heard it go off. 1 don"t
know how far it went in --- you know,
stayed in alarm. The main thing was,
you know, to get to fresh air, and
you know, get everybody out.
Q. Was there some reason why you
didn"t put them on?
A Like I said, I didn"t put mine
on because 1 was still breathing.
You know, 1 didn"t feel like I was
having any difficulty of breathing.
And we didn"t know if, you know, we
was going to have a second explosion

or what.

And you were saving it?
Yes.
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Q. Okay. Did you feel anything

else, a second pressure change,

or ---?
A. No.
Q- Okay. So you didn"t don your

SCSR, but you saw other people that
did. Let me look through my list

here.
A That"s all right.
Q- You said you worked at the

mine for a year and a half?

A. Uh-huh (yes).

Q.- The area where you were
working in, One Left, did you work in
any other areas of the mine?

A. They brought us and some of
the crew over when they was going
through Truby Run. And we drove
straight up from Truby Run.

Q- That would be in the mains up
past Two Left?

A Yeah. It would be straight

ahead up there.

Q- And did you work that section

until it was worked out?

A No. Did you mean the mains,
or —--?
Q. Let"s go over to the map. It

might be a little bit easier for you.
We"re going to say this is Exhibit

One.
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(Helmick Exhibit One
Number marked for
identification.)
BY MR. O"DONNELL:
Q. And this is the first Left,
second Left, and this is the Two Left
seal area. Did you say you worked in
that area?
A When 1 was with Truby Run up
through and then they swapped us
around. And for --- drove this out.
I wasn®t there. They swapped us
around. And that"s when they drove
this, and I hardly ---.
Q. You weren®t involved in any of

the mining there?

A Up in here at the seal area,
no.
Q. Okay. Did you ever work ---

were you Familiar with the seals when
they put them in?
A No.
Q. Did you ever work in that
area, other than when you were just
mining the mains?
A No.
Q. Did you hear any talk of any
of the people when they were building
the seals?
A No.
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Q.- Any methane, talk of methane?
A. No.
Q- What about when you"re roof

bolting in One Left, what"s the most

methane you usually get?

A. You get about one to two-
tenths.

Q.- That"s it?

A Yeah.

Q. So it"s not a problem?

A. No.

Q- It"s there, but it"s --- okay.
Did you say you had --- or do you

have mine examiner papers?

A. No.

Q. Just ---.

A Just underground.

Q- Okay. So you don"t do any
examinations or pre-shifts, or —---?

A. No.

Q. Have you ever cut into any gas

wells or boreholes?
A. No.
Q- Have you noticed any --- when

you"re bolting, do you notice holes

in the roof, or ---?
A. No.
Q- Did you hear of any talk of

anybody holing through anything?
A. No.

Q- We"re going to take a break;
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okay. About a five-minute break. If
you smoke, go have one.
SHORT BREAK TAKEN
BY MR. O"DONNELL:
Q. Before you went into the mine,

you said you were walking around and

talking to the guys, having a cup of
coffee and whatever. Did you happen

to go over to the dispatch shanty at
all?

A Wwell, the light room --- the
dispatch shanty®"s on one end, and the
light room is straight --- right

there In the middle and you check in
there.

Q. Did you notice, was there any

way for you to tell if the belts were

running?

A. I don"t know.

Q. Do you know if any of the
alarms had gone on or off, or ---?

A I don"t know.

Q Who"s the dispatcher?

A I think 1t was Flea.

Q. Okay.

A I don*"t know his name.

Q We know his name by now.

Everybody told us. Okay. Anyway,
what I*m going to do now is ask you
some training questions. Do you
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remember when your last annual

retraining class was that you had?
A No. It"s been --- I don"t

remember when it was.

Q- Was it last year?
A I ain"t for sure when it was.
Q- Okay. Well, let me just ask

you this. Since you"ve been at Sago,
have you had annual retraining, the
eight-hour training?

A At Sago, no.

Q. No? And when would be the
last one that you had; was it over at
--—- was it Spruce?

A I had one at Spruce. We had
like a meeting. We went over the

maps and stuff.

Q- When you first started?
A It was just a little after.
Q.- Okay. But what about, let"s

say, the first day that you came over
there, did anyone go over the
escapeways, roof control plan,

ventilation?

A Yeah. They went over the
escapeways .

Q. The what?

A The escapeways.

Q- Okay. So how long did that

take, a half a day?
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A. I ain™t for sure.

Q. Who gave you that training?
A Johnny.

Q. Johnny?

A Stemple.

Q.

John Stemple. So your Ffirst
day over at Sago, you did have newly
employed experienced miner training.
Did you sign the form, and did they
sign it and all that?

A. I think.

Q. Okay. And the last time that
you had the eight hours over at

Spruce, and that was how many years
ago?

A I ain"t for sure how many
years it was.

Q. Okay. Other than that kind of
-—- the training --- what other

training have you had at Sago?

A None.

Q. Nothing extra?

A No.

Q. Okay. Did they ever go over

the emergency evacuation plan?

A Uh-huh (yes).

Q. Who"s in charge, who"s the
responsible person; did they tell you
that?

A You"re talking about the

simulated fire drill?

More than three?
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A. Yeah.

Q. More than a month?

A. I don"t know when It was.

Q. You can®t remember when it
was?

A No.

Q. It was that long ago?

A. I don"t recall when the last
one was.

Q. Okay. Just be honest. That"s
all. If you can™t remember, you

can™t remember. That"s fine.

I look at them to see if they
have any more questions.
A I was looking to see who I was
going to talk to.
Q. Has anyone offered you
anything or made a promise to you in
exchange for your appearance today?
A No.
Q. Okay. Randy, do you have
anything you would like to add that

may be relevant to the investigation?

A I would just like to know what
caused it.

Q. So do we. We"ll find out,
hopefully.

A. That"d be nice.

Q. And we"re all learning to

become safer for it.
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MR. O"DONNELL:

On behalf of MSHA, I
want to thank you for
appearing and answering the
questions today. Your
cooperation is very important
to the investigation as we
work to determine the cause of
the accident.

We ask that you not
discuss your testimony with
any person who may have
already been interviewed, or
who may be interviewed in the
future. This will ensure that
we obtain everybody®s
independent recollection of
the events surrounding the
accident.

After questioning other

witnesses, we may call you if
we have any follow-up
questions that we feel we may
need to ask you. |If at any
time you have additional
information regarding the
accident that you"d like to
provide us, please contact us
at the contact information
that we gave you.

The Mine Act provides
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certain protections to miners
who provide information to
MSHA, and as a result are
treated adversely. If at any
time you believe that you"ve
been treated unfairly because
of your cooperation in this
investigation, you should
immediately notify MSHA.

If you wish, you may
now go back over any answer
that you have given us during
this interview, and also make

any statement that you®d like

to make.
A No.
MR. O"DONNELL:
Again, thank you for
your cooperation. We
appreciate it. Go ahead, you
got something to say? Go
ahead.
A On the report and stuff, ---
MR. O"DONNELL:
Yes.
A -—- do you get one?
MR. O"DONNELL:
Yes. You have to
request ---.
ATTORNEY WILSON:
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The report that MSHA

completes?
A Yeah.

ATTORNEY WILSON:

Or are you talking
about the transcript?
A. The transcript.
